Hereôs how ï 
¶ See if there is a quilt barn trail project already in your community. If so, contact them to see how 

you can help. 
¶ Talk with community groups to see if there is interest in becoming part of the national quilt trail 

project. 
¶ Help design, paint, and install the quilt squares. 
¶ Capture GPS coordinates for each location. Create a GPS route. 
¶ Prepare a simple survey of existing barns in your area. Identify and create a map. 
¶ Work with a local historical society or genealogy group to collect oral histories of the barns. 
¶ Help create a brochure and trail map. 
¶ Record histories of the various quilt squares being used in the quilt trail. 
¶ Have the local newspaper there to cover your work.  If you have a radio or TV station, get them 

there too. 
¶ Celebrate ï have a lunch, picnic, pizza or dinner for everyone who did the work and your 

partners.  
¶ Let the HI-Y Leadership Center know when youôre doing your project so we can attend.  Be sure 

to send us copies of any news coverage you get.
